Aft of the helm is a full wet
bar with storage and a prep center, also with storage. The
cabin entrance is centerline, and the port companion seat-

ing is another neat deal, with a curved L-shape lounge that
features a forward-facing swivel seat and lounge that are truly
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size and openness of the cockpit will
make any fisherman like the boat. The boat is offered with
three hardtop options: a fishing top with rod storage along the
aft and sides, a cruising top with no rod holders, or without a
top for those who want to add a tower.

The boat performed very well with no bad manners. It is
quick to plane without excessive bow rise — a good thing in
an express-style boat. She didn’t pound or shudder when go-
ing into the head sea and tracked straight as an arrow while
running down-sea. She turns and backs around quite well, so
chasing fish is very doable. She was really quiet while troll-
ing at our slow sailfish dead-bait speed, and at lure speed
made a very nice wake pattern without a whole lot of bubble
trail. The ZF joystick was neat, for sure. Pulling alongside
the dock will be easier for many folks, as it does work pretty
well and simplifies docking maneuvers.

The new 3900 Open from Tiara is a solid platform deliv-
ered by a solid company that takes great pride in producing
a customer-friendly, well-built, honest boat. If you desire the
finer features and fishing amenities of a fully functional boat,
you need to sea trial the 3900 Open.
